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Aims and objectives of the policy and teaching programme

· To promote and support curriculum music for all children as an entitlement

through their classroom experiences and follow the National Curriculum in

full.

· For the children to delight in a sense of individual and collective achievement.

· To promote a music curriculum with relevant differentiated experiences.

· To provide learning experiences in which promote self-confidence,

perseverance, co-operation and resourcefulness.

· To development imagination, creativity and enhance the learning of the child.

· To enable all pupils to realise their individual creative potential and to express

themselves through music.

· To foster pupils’ sensitivity to, and their understanding and enjoyment of,

music, through, an active involvement in listening, performing, and composing and appraising.

· To develop awareness and appreciation of a wide range of cultural traditions.

· To recognise ways in which ICT may be incorporated into and developed by

the music curriculum and used to enhance the musical experiences of all

children.

· To promote opportunities for the child to further develop musical skills

through an extended curriculum.

Equal Opportunities / Gifted and talented and Inclusion Statement
At Towngate Primary Academy we make music an enjoyable learning experience. We encourage children to participate in a variety of musical experiences through which we aim to build up the confidence of all children. We recognise that there are children of widely different musical abilities in all classes, so we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the child. Teachers should be aware of children with identified fine or gross motor control problems who may need support using musical instruments. Also, any children who may have hearing problems.

We should be aware of the role music plays in developing the communication skills of children who struggle in other areas but who may find other ways of communicating through practical participation or composition.
Additional music teaching

The school has strong links with the Local Education Authority’s Music Service and at present, some year groups and children are receiving peripatetic music teaching once a week, which involves playing different instruments. The extra music support will inspire children to want to learn to play an instrument at an early age.

School Choir

We believe that music enriches the lives of people, and so we wish to involve as many children as possible in musical activities. The children are able to join a singing group after school which promotes children’s interest in singing and provides enjoyment through singing.

Curriculum 
Our main priority at Towngate Primary Academy is to teach and perfect the skills implemented by the National Curriculum for Music. It is intended to provide greater clarity and flexibility, allowing for the development and progression in learning.

Music programmes of study:

Key stages 1 and 2

National curriculum in England

Purpose of study

Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon.
Aims

The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils: perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.
Subject content

Key Stage 1

Pupils should be taught to:

· Use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes

· Play tuned and untuned instruments musically

· Listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music

· Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music.

Key stage 2

Pupils should be taught to

· Sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aura memory.

· Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression

· Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-relate dimensions of music

· Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory

· Use and understand staff and other musical notations

· Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians

· Develop an understanding of the history of music.
Foundation Stage

Foundation Stage plan music sessions to match the objectives/early learning goals referenced in the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) which has been devised by staff termly into our Foundation Stage scheme of work. Children experience a range of musical activities that link either to the termly topic or to the activities presented in the Key Stage 1 Music in Action and Music Express. Music contributes to a child’s personal and social development. Counting songs foster a child’s mathematical ability and songs from different cultures increase a child’s knowledge and understanding of the world. By the end of Foundation Stage, most children should sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. Also, they represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through design and technology, art, music, dance, role-play and stories.

Curriculum Organisation

Teachers plan their music by consulting the National Curriculum documents and the Music scheme of work (See Charanga overview).
· Music Sessions are allocated once a week for approximately 45 Minutes per week.

·  Each Year group have access to the hall and resources.

· Funds are allocated for resource equipment on an annual basis.

· Staff are encouraged to attend Music Inset Courses to develop their own expertise.

· Each staff member is responsible for teaching music to their own class. 

· Children are given the opportunity to experience making music alone and as part of a group, rehearsing and practising skills.

· Peripatetic musical services are used in school on a weekly basis and whenever possible to stimulate the child’s own enthusiasm and knowledge.

· Key Stage one and two after school choir club runs once per week for 45 minutes.

· Outside Music agencies regularly support different year groups throughout the year.

Assessment 

As music is a practical subject, assessment may be done by focussing on a small group at a time on certain tasks or skills, observing the children, discussing their work or self/group/teacher evaluation against criteria from the National Curriculum programmes of study and end of year expectations. The learning challenges used, to plan and teach music, ensure that children are accessing work at age related expectations, with regular opportunities to be challenged through higher-level objectives. Children are assessed according to age related expectations in line with curriculum requirements. This is done in line with the school assessment calendar. This information is recorded and monitored by the co-ordinator. 
Retention, Memory and Recall

Different Learning Styles:

Visual learners learn best by seeing

· memorises by strong visual associations

· Visual prompts, word mats, displays showing key vocabulary.  

Auditory learners learn best through hearing.  

· learn through listening to the music and songs. 
· Listen to different songs, pitches, rhythms and beats  to hear and remember the differences. 

Kinaesthetic learners learn best through doing and movement

· memorises by moving around,  using actions.
 
Cross – Curriculum Links

Contribution of music to other areas of the curriculum include:

· Art music can provide a stimulus for artistic interpretation.

· Drama music can be used to aid dramatic effect and expression.

· History music of a specific period or event can be studied.

· Language music can help to develop listening skills and provide a stimulus for creative and imaginative writing.

· Maths music can help children to follow and devise sequences and patterns.

· PE music can be used as a stimulus for creative movement.

· RE Multi-Cultural – listening to music from other cultures and religious traditions can help children to understand and respect them.

· ICT children can use computer programmes to compose music, or enhance their research and listening skills through the Internet and CDs.

· Science the production of sound can be explored.

· DT the making and designing of musical instruments.

· Ensuring that statutory requirements within the National Curriculum for music and assessment are met.

· Fostering cross-curriculum links through the skills base curriculum and developing the use of ICT in music throughout school.

· Raising the profile of music throughout school.
